MIEDZY BLISKIM WSCHODEM A GRECJA - PIENIADZ W OKRESIE ARCHAICZNYM

ABSTRAKT Znaleziska srebrnych skarbow z terenu Lewantu, datowanych na okres miedzy X a VI w. p.n.e.
dostarczyly interesujacej perspektywy w rozwazaniach nad poczatkami monety greckiej. Przeprowadzone
badania metalograficzne wykazaty, ze przynajmniej jeden ze wspomnianych skarbéw zostal wytworzony ze
srebra pochodzacego z Laurion, Sifnos i Chalkidiki. Przybicie stempla na fragmencie metalu o okre$lonej masie,
ustanowione okoto 600 r. p.n.e. w cywilizacyjnym tyglu reprezentowanym przez potozone w zachodniej czgsci
Azji Mniejszej greckie panstwa — miasta i krolestwo Lidii, dopelnia ekonomicznego obrazu $wiata, w ktorym
wazenie metalu bylo stala i doskonale poznana praktyka. Fundamentalna roznica tkwita jednak w greckich
poszukiwaniach nowych form rzadzenia i administracji. Pieniadz w postaci monety wypehil bowiem tak
symboliczne jak i funkcjonalne potrzeby polis jako instytucji i jej mieszkancow.

ABSTRACT As early as the third millennium BC, silver began to play the role of a privileged commodity and
as reserve of value in Egypt and in the kingdoms of the Near East. In the second millennium and increasingly in
the first millennium, silver was used not only as a reserve and measure of value but, what is more significant as an
instrument of payment. Whether archaeological or textual, the evidence from the Mesopotamian states and from
the Levant shows that silver was increasingly used as a monetary instrument at that time. The so-called Hacksilber
is found in more than thirty hoards in the Levant in the Iron Age Period. This can partly demonstrate that the
fundamental concepts of money were established in the Near East long before the Greeks and the Lydians adapted
them and, above all, transformed these into the form of coin, in the 6™ century. This great transformation, as well
as the vast historical question of the emergence of coinage was directly related to the evolution of institutions
bound up with the emergence of the polis.

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POMIEDZY WSCHODEM I ZACHODEM
MENNICTWO OSRODKOW RODOS W OKRESACH ARCHAICZNYM | KLASYCZNYM

ABSTRAKT Potozona u wybrzezy Azji Mniejszej wyspa Rodos jest terenem, na ktérym w starozytnosci
$cieraty sig¢ wplywy kulturowe i ekonomiczne ptynace z Azji Mniejszej oraz ze $wiata greckiego. Sytuacja ta
widoczna jest w mennictwie osrodkow rodyjskich w okresach archaicznym i klasycznym. Trzy rodyjskie poleis,
Ialysos, Lindos i Kamiros emitowaty wlasne monety od ostatniej ¢wierci VI w. p.n.e. do 408/407 r. p.n.e., tj. do
czasu zatozenia miasta Rodos. Ikonografia monetarna oraz systemy wagowe, w ktorych wybijano monety
odzwierciedlaja zmiany polityczne i powiazania gospodarcze. Na produkcj¢ monetarng istotny wptyw wywarly
powiazania handlowe — przez Rodos prowadzity szlaki handlowe wiazace Grecje z Azja Mniejsza, Lewantem i
Egiptem. Sytuacja ta znalazta swoje odbicie w rozlokowaniu skarbow zawierajacych monety osrodkow
rodyjskich. Szczegélny charakter ma dyskusja nad produkowanymi na Rodos monetami elektronowymi.

ABSTRACT The island of Rhodes, situated near Asia Minor, was an area in which cultural and economic
influences from Asia Minor and the Greek world met in Antiquity. Effects of this situation are visible in the
coinages of the Rhodian poleis in the Archaic and Classical periods. lalysos, Lindos and Kamiros issued coins
from the last quarter of the 6" century BC to 408/407 BC, i.e. to the time of founding of the city of Rhodes. The
history of the coinage of each city is discussed. Coin iconography and different weight systems used in coin
production are related to the prevailing political and economic situation. The trade connections of the three
Rhodian poleis with Asia Minor, the Levant and Egypt also had a strong influenced on Rhodian coinage. These
trade relations well attested by the location of coin hoards consisting of coins of lalysos, Lindos and Kamiros.
Special attention is given to the electrum coins minted by the Rhodian poleis. A special topic of the discussion is
the reasons why electrum coinage was produced.

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NEW CONSIDERATIONS ABOUT MEANING OF THE FORM AND THE CONVENTIONAL
SYMBOLS FOUND ON MONETARY SIGNS (6™-5"" CENTURY BC)

ABSTRACT One of the main questions to be put to the evidence is what is the connection between the shape
of monetary signs in use and everyday reality in the sixth and fifth centuries BC. Also, if they were commercial
items, what was their significance, because they don’t fully express the function of currency? Were they made in
the shape of arrowheads without ultimately symbolizing anything of the purpose for which they were created? In
fact, ‘arrowhead’ monetary signs represent measurable symbols, used in real trade transactions as a ‘standard’ in
certain regions. They were established to act as a counterpart for quantities of goods, which were at the time in
question grain and fish products. These two commodities seem to be the most sought after by the local population
of Greek origin population. These monetary signs could represent, after a primary connection had been established
by spindle-shaped arrowheads, through other stages too throughout the second half of the 6" century BC, evolve
into other shapes, in the classic cases representations in the shape of cereal grain, or marine fish respectively. Our
opinion is that the interpretation of these signs must have been unequivocal for the population of 6" and 5"
centuries BC, or, more precisely the interpretation of their significance and destination. Here we are not referring to
real arrowheads used in battle. In casting these monetary signs items the elements which were selected for local
exchange were depicted in a selected shape. This means that the simplest one, an arrowhead, represents this
symbolically, it is not a real weapon. They represent instead the exchange items for which they were created:
cereals-wheat ears or wheat and barley grains, fishery products etc. These new considerations were suggested to us
by the study of the monetary symbolism throughout the Greek world. Special attention has been given to the
presence, on some of the “arrowhead” monetary signs of the first type (especially the cast monetary signs), of a
series of symbols that could be linked, it is assumed, to some monetary workshops of the West-Pontic colonies.
They appear chiefly, if not in their entirety, on the “arrowhead” signs in the shape of a laurel leaf, with elongated
form with a prominence of central rib and edge.

ABSTRAKT Celem prezentowanych studiow jest rozwazenie zwiazku ksztaltu monetopodobnych form
pieniadza charakterystycznych dla zachodniego i poéinocnego wybrzeza Morza Czarnego z wytworami
codziennego uzytku.

i znaki pienigzne wydaja si¢ by¢ szczegodlnie powiazane z nimi, takze poprzez ich formg (,,groty strzal” w formie
licia przypominajace ksztaltem ziarno). Dlatego uznano za celowe zaproponowanie bardziej jednoznacznej
oceny tych znakéw pienigznych, ich znaczenia i przeznaczenia na tle sytuacji wiasciwej dla VI 1 V w. p.n.e. Po
prostu skorzystano z popularnych wzorow, aby stworzy¢ §rodek utatwiajacy wymiang. Opinig t¢ wspieraja studia
z zakresu ikonografii greckiej.

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PIENIADZ NA POGRANICZU TRZECH KULTUR
MONETY Z KOSCIOLA W HIPPOS, W DEKAPOLIS (IZRAEL)

ABSTRAKT Podczas prac archeologicznych w Hippos (aramejska Susita) Dekapolis, prowadzonych w
latach 2000-2010 zarejestrowano tacznie 885 monet. Na terenie kompleksu ,,koéciota pétnocno-zachodniego”,
polska ekipa odkryta 43 monety datowane od Il w. p.n.e. po wiek VIII n.e., tzn. do momentu zniszczenia
budowli w 749 r., w efekcie trzgsienia ziemi. Sa to monety greckie, rzymskie i bizantynskie oraz pieniadze
arabskie. Do wyjatkowych znalezisk nalezy solid Herakliusza (610-641) oraz skarb anonimowych felséw
umajjadzkich z potowy VIII wieku. Material numizmatyczny stanowi podstawe dyskusji na temat sytuacji
kulturowej w miescie.

ABSTRACT Hippos, also known as Sussita, was located on a hill on the eastern shore of the Sea of Galilee,
was one of the cities of Decapolis. Its origins date back to the Hellenistic period, although it is not certain
whether its foundation took place during the reign of the Ptolemies or Seleucids in that region. As a Greek city
with a small admixture of Jewish population, it was torn by internal ethnic conflicts starting from Hasmonean
domination (83-80 BC) until the alliance of Greek population with Romans during the First Jewish War (66-73).
Archaeological research in Hippos 2000-2010 uncovered a total of 885 coins. The Polish team working in the
NWC complex discovered 43 coins dating from the 3™ century BC to the 8" century AD. These include 3
Ptolemaic coins, 3 coins of the Seleucids, 1 coin of Tyre from the late 2" century BC, an anonymous coin
minted in Phoenicia in the 1% century AD, a coin of Herod the Great (37-4), 2 Roman provincial coins of the 2™
century, 3 Roman Imperial coins and 2 Arabian from 3™ century. 3 coins were minted by the successors of
Constantine I the Great (306-337). Coinage of the Late Roman Empire
is represented by 5 pieces. Also found were 2 Byzantine coins, 1 Arab coin of 7" or 8" centuries, and 14
Umayyad coins. This numismatic material has been briefly described, arranged in chronological groups.

ABSTRAKT  Wyniki prac archeologicznych na terenach dawnych rzymskich prowincji naddunajskich
stworzyly mozliwo$¢ badan nad ogélnym modelem cyrkulacji monet w prowincjach rzymskich w potowie I1I w.
n.e. Prezentowane opracowanie dotyczy obiegu monet brazowych na terenie prowincji nad dolnym Dunajem.
Analiza porownawcza zostata wykonana na podstawie materialtow z Dacji oraz sasiednich prowincji. Punktem
odniesienia dla danych numizmatycznych sa charakterystyczne wydarzenia historyczne, takie jak ewakuacja
prowincji Dacji przez rzymska administracjg, wewngtrzne i zewngtrzne niepokoje na wskazanych terenach.

ABSTRACT Archaeological research into the Roman Danubian provinces forms an interesting basis for
studies on general model of coin circulation in Roman provinces in the middle of the 3™ century. The article
presents an analysis of bronze coin circulation in the Lower Danube region. From the end of the 1% century until
the reign of Valerian | and Gallienus the central imperial mint was in Rome. After 196 the status of these Eastern
mints changed from independent mints to that of branches of the Roman mint in Rome. It is generally agreed
that from the joint rule of Valerian | and Gallienus onwards, Roman imperial monetary policy moved towards a
process of decentralization. From this point of view, the provinces from the Lower Danube, Pannonia, Moesia
and Dacia, provide an excellent example. Until the reign of Septimius Severus the coin finds show a similar
pattern concerning the coin supply in this area. The mint of Rome has pride of place in coin supply. Other mints
represented in the coin finds are the Greek cities, such coins are extremely infrequent low, and they are almost
all bronze. The increase in the quantity of silver coinage was followed by a lack of bronze coinage. The low
production of bronze denominations issued by the central mint at Rome could have been noted already in the
reign of Commodus, especially as regards the lower denominations, the dupondius and as. The coin finds from
this area show an even a stronger decrease as regards the frequency of the finds of central bronze denominations
for the period of Septimius Severus and his successors. The phenomenon was not something specific only to the
Middle and Lower Danube, but also to other parts of the Empire. In the case of Britannia, it has been established
that, in fact, there was a shortage of bronze coinage from the central mint during the reign of Septimius Severus.
As a consequence of this situation the denominations (the bronze coinage) in which change was given for day-to-
day market transactions, is, therefore, is not surprising, and nor the fact that the so-called “emergency-money” is
more frequently found in this period. The so-called limesfalsa coins, cast coins of bad quality of bronze alloy and
lighter weight than the genuine coins, are more frequently found for the reign of Septimius Severus. If these
coins were issued with or without the permission of either central imperial or local authority, or if they are
regarded as faked coins is still difficult to stay. Concerning the topic of this study, an interesting aspect occurred
during the reigns of Commodus and the first Severans, Septimius and Caracalla. The percentage of Greek civic
coins issued in the period 180-218 circulating in the province of Moesia Inferior is extremely high compared to
adjacent provinces. Although it has been suggested that this situation is a result of imperial visits in this region,
in fact we might here have an example of the monetary and political abilities of the Imperial house.

SKARB MONET WCZESNOSREDNIOWIECZNYCH Z KARTUZ NA POMORZU

ABSTRAKT Obieg pienigzny na ziemiach Polski we wczesnym $redniowieczu mial charakter
transgraniczny. W okresie panowania pierwszych Piastow moneta rodzima byta jedynie dopelnieniem duzej
masy srebra monetarnego, ktore docieralo na ziemie Polski z kierunkdéw potocnego i zachodniego. Z obu
naplywata moneta niemiecka. W roku 1951 do zbioré6w numizmatycznych Muzeum Archeologicznego i
Etnograficznego w Lodzi przekazano zespdt monet wczesnosredniowiecznych, bedacy najprawdopodobniej
czgsdcia wigkszego znaleziska, pochodzacego z Kartuz lub niedalekich okolic tej miejscowosci.

ABSTRACT Coin circulation within the territory of the present-day Polish state was characterized in the
early middle ages by its transboundary nature. During the reign of the first rulers of the Piast dynasty the
indigenous coin production only served as a supplement to the great amount of monetary silver that was reaching
our lands from the north and west. German coins flowed in from both of these directions. In 1951 the
numismatic collection of the Museum of Archaeology and Ethnography in Lodz received a hoard from Kartuzy
or nearby, which possibly formed part of a larger find. All of the surviving coins from this hoard are of type V
according to the classification of M. Gumowski. Their obverse bears a cross surrounded by pearls, and, in the
rim, various letters. Archival research shows that these coins are probably a part of a hoard that did not survive
intact down to our times. One cannot be absolutely certain, however, that the deposit came from the vicinity of
Kartuzy.

ABSTRACT An analysis of 46 coin hoards discovered in the border area of the Kingdom of Poland and the
Teutonic Order inclines one to the belief that the series of military conflicts between these two states had no
significant impact on their economic relations or on monetary circulation. The structure of the hoards reflects the

material possessions of the local population, as well as their needs as consumers on both sides of the frontier.

ABSTRACT During the times of Second Polish Republic commercial banking was gradually losing its
importance. In the Eastern Borderlands the process ran deeper and faster than elsewhere. In the wake of two
consecutive banking crises in 1925 and 1931, a number of weak institutions which had been founded during the
period of inflation collapsed. Old banks of Vilnius, founded before 1914, remained relatively strong. Banks of
Lvov had played an important role in the 1920’s but became much less important a decade later. One reason was
that due to their interaction with the Austrian monetary market, they suffered gravely from the crisis. Shifting of
the most important institutions from Lvov to Warsaw did not help, either.

ABSTRACT This gives an account of the activity of the Russian-Chinese Bank, later known as the Russian-
Asiatic Bank, in issuing currency at the turn of the 19" and 20" centuries. It describes the Sino-Russian
relationship of that period, discusses the legal basis of the issuing of currency, its range of circulation, and its
exchange rate as regards Chinese currency. It demonstrates that there were significant discrepancies between the
Chinese, Russian and English regulations authorizing the issuing of banknotes.

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NUMIZMATYKA NA POGRANICZU ROZNYCH SPECJALNOSCI
ZETONY CZY TOKENY?
UWAGI O NAZEWNICTWIE NOWOZYTNYCH NUMIZMATOW

ABSTRAKT Celem niniejszego artykulu jest przesledzenie znaczenia pojgcia ,,zeton” na gruncie jezyka
polskiego i zasygnalizowanie zbyt szerokiego zakresu stosowania tego terminu w numizmatyce polskiej. W
europejskiej terminologii numizmatycznej ,jeton/jetton” oznacza najczgsciej to samo co w jezyku polskim
,liczman/ podskarbidéwka”. Natomiast polscy badacze nazywaja wspotczesnie ,,zetonami” m.in. wykonane w
XIV-XVIII w. otowiane zabytki sygnowane réznorodnymi znakami, ktoére najczesciej byty wykorzystywane do
rozliczania pracy, powinnosci, uprawnien badz okreslonych dobr materialnych. Jest to bardziej wynikiem
stosowanej w s$rodowisku badaczy po II wojnie $wiatowej konwencji, niz wyrazem historycznego rozwoju
pojecia. Ponadto, w czasach coraz bardziej wdzierajacego si¢ do naszej rzeczywistosci jezyka angielskiego fakt,
iz ,jeton” ,,zetonem” wcale nie jest — moze prowadzi¢ do szeregu nieporozumien w opisie dawnych artefaktow.

ABSTRACT The article discusses the usage of the word “Zeton” in Polish numismatic terminology. Over the
last two decades archaeological excavations in Gdansk have uncovered a very large number of small pieces of
sheet lead stamped with the coat of arms of the city of Gdansk, personal marks, or various emblems. Some of the
municipal tokens dating to the 16" and 17" centuries found in Gdansk are inscribed with the German word
“Zeichen” or “Teken”. Both terms can be translated as “token”, but in contemporary Polish numismatic
terminology they are termed “Zetony”. The author examines the very meaning of the latter term in Polish,
pointing out that originally during the Middle Ages there was a significant difference between “zetony” and
“Zeichen” or “Teken” (tokens). It was not until the end of World War Il that the Polish research community
adopted the practice of mixing both terms in a way that actually compromised their historical meaning. Thus the
author suggests that it is highly desirable to reconsider the usage of both terms in order to develop a more precise
definition of the artifacts in question and to avoid unnecessary misunderstanding.
