Résumé

La publication porte sur les éléments mythiques et idéologiques présents dans I'iconogra-
phie introduite dans le monnayage romain, donnant I'idée comment les antiques perce-
vaient et comprenaient le passé. Ce passé est une forme surgissant des mythes fondateurs,
c’est-a-dire des récits traitant des héros dont I'histoire individuelle était liée a celle des
origines de Rome et située dans sa phase primitive, donc légendaire. A ces héros appar-
tenaient entre autres Enée (Ainefas), ancétre dont le personnage remontait a Troie, ainsi
que Romulus et Rémus, fils de Mars, fondateurs (conditores Urbis) dont les péripéties en-
fantines annongcaient le grand avenir de Rome. Leurs actes, en revanche, ont contribué
a la construction de la Ville (Urbs).

Le passé évoqué a I'aide de ces personnages dans les représentations monétaires est
une forme construite. Elle expliquait la genése et I'histoire la plus ancienne des Romains.
Sur les pieces numismatiques — qui par leurs contenus se réferent a ce passé — on peut
apercevoir les monuments de I'histoire ancienne de Rome : memoria rerum Romanarum.
L'emploi des allusions aux origines résultait des attentes et des objectifs des émetteurs.
Tirés de la tradition, les éléments du mythe romain visaient a construire I'image soit de
familles, soit de personnages individuels concrets, tout en leur érigeant un monument de
fagon métaphorique. De la sorte, on tissait un lien fort entre le passé mythique raconté dans
les mythes et le présent propre a un émetteur donné. Le passé perpétué dans le monnayage
variait selon les attentes et les objectifs des émetteurs. En revanche, les monnaies, « monu-
ments en miniature », constituent avant tout les monuments de la grandeur de politiciens
et d’empereurs concrets, mais également ’expression des suffrages qu’ils méritaient dans
la tradition et le passé romains.

A partir du I1I¢ siécle av. J.-C. jusqu’au IV¢ siécle, dans le monnayage romain apparais-
saient des représentations se référant par leur contenu aux récits traitant des origines et des
premiéres années de Rome. Dans ces représentations se cachait le savoir des contemporains
sur les épisodes choisis de la tradition fondatrice.

Toutefois, ce qui est plus important, c’est que les représentations monétaires décrites
dans la présente publication prouvent I'attraction et I'importance des motifs mythiques
concrets. Les sujets employés dans le monnayage donnent par la méme des exemples
exceptionnels de I'actualisation et de la politisation du mythe romain. On s’en servait tout
en se limitant a des thémes choisis et en renongant a d’autres. On modifiait de maniére
spécifique les motifs tirés des mythes, ce qui résultait de quelques limitations imposées
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par les monnaies. L3, il n’y avait pas de place pour des inscriptions redondantes ni pour
une iconographie excessivement développée. Par conséquent, on ne présentait dans le
monnayage que des versions simplifiées et symboliques des récits concrets portant sur
les origines romaines. On se servait notamment des images des héros divins, humains et
animaux, c’est-a-dire celles de Mars, de Rhéa Silvia, d’Enée, de la louve, etc.

11 est singulier que les sources concernant le commencement et I'histoire la plus an-
cienne de Rome n’aient pas perdu leur pittoresque au cours des siécles. Il se peut que cela
ait été dli a ce qu’on ne voyait pas dans ces images uniquement l'illustration des épisodes
mythiques. Elles servaient aux buts actuels et aux intéréts des émetteurs. L'évolution
conduisait vers 'approfondissement de la signification des motifs iconographiques par-
ticuliers, car on les liait aux valeurs universelles. Celles-ci étaient exprimées directement
sur les légendes accompagnant les images ou émergeaient de la vision des héros mythiques
perpétuée par la tradition, ot le mythe constituait sa version transposée conformément
a l'idéologie de I'Etat. C’est dans cela que consiste I'exceptionnalité des représentations
dans le monnayage se référant aux origines et a I’histoire la plus ancienne de Rome, mais
aussi l'attraction de ce matériel pour ceux qui I'étudient.

Dans la premiere partie du livre, on a décelé les motifs du mythe fondateur présents
dans le monnayage : d’Enée jusqu’a I'’époque royale. A cette occasion, il convient de remar-
quer que I'objectif de I’étude a été non de reconstruire les récits mythiques ou de les pré-
senter sous forme d’un exposé logique, mais plutdt d’expliquer le sens des images figurant
sur les monnaies et sur les médaillons, tout en se référant a la tradition perpétuée dans la
littérature. Dans cette partie, on a signalé la ressemblance, I'originalité et la particularité des
solutions employées dans le monnayage par rapport a une tradition iconographique plus
vaste. Les chapitres particuliers de cette partie ont été consacrés successivement a Enée,
aux parents des fondateurs, a Mars et a Rhéa Silvia, ensuite a la louve romaine, a Rémus et
Romulus ainsi qu’aux héros de I'époque royale : aux Sabines anonymes, & Tarpéia et aux
rois romains. Le mythe reproduit dans le monnayage romain a été en effet réduit a ces per-
sonnages qui — représentés dans I'iconographie de monnaies et de médaillons — évoquent
des associations liées aux événements portant sur le commencement et I'histoire la plus
ancienne de Rome.

La deuxieme partie organise le matériel de source dans un schéma chronologique des
I’époque républicaine jusqu’aux années du regne de la dynastie de Constantin. Dans les
chapitres suivants, on a présenté qui, quand, pourquoi et quels sujets mythiques concrets
abordait dans ses émissions monétaires. A I'époque de la République romaine ont retenu
l'attention les émissions familiales dans lesquelles le mythe de Troie était I'un de plusieurs
motifs possibles articulant 'origine noble d’une famille donnée. La haute position des Iulii,
surtout de Jules César (Caius Julius Caeser), puis d’Auguste et en général des Julio-Clau-
diens, a changé cet état de choses : le mythe de Troie n’était plus un mythe privé, car il est
devenu un mythe de I’Etat. Les représentations dans le monnayage ont reflété a un certain
degré ce procédé dans lequel on a lié entre autres les motifs d’Enée et de Romulus  la
présentation du temple du divus Augustus. Les empereurs suivants se servaient particu-
lierement du motif de la louve romaine. Il a été largement employé durant les régnes des
Flaviens (69—96) et de Maxence (306—312), mais aussi par d’autres empereurs qui cher-
chaient des bases idéologiques pour leurs regnes et démontraient a I'aide de ce motif leur
attachement a la tradition.

Dans cette partie, on a montré également la présence de différents sujets mythiques
dans le contexte anniversaire durant le régne des Antonins et a I'époque de « la crise du
111¢ siécle ». La célébration du jour de la naissance de la Ville (dies Natalis Urbis) sous le
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regne d’Hadrien (117—138) et durant d’autres anniversaires fondateurs, neuf centieéme
anniversaire sous le regne d’Antonin le Pieux (138—161) ou le millénaire sous le régne de
Philippe I’Arabe (244—249), était favorable pour rappeler dans la propagande monétaire
les origines de Rome.

La troisiéme partie concerne les vertus impériales, virtutes, qui ont été illustrées
al’aide des trois motifs iconographiques principaux, évoquant les héros du mythe fondateur
romain. Ce sont : Enée, présenté avant tout comme celui qui sauve son pére et son fils en
les protégeant du danger de mort qui les menace (Pius Aeneas) ; la louve qui entoure Rémus
et Romulus de soins en les nourrissant et les sauvant (Lupa Romana) ; Romulus présenté
comme guerrier, vainqueur et triomphateur en une seule personne (Romulus tropaeo-
phorus). Ces trois motifs iconographiques, réalisés dans différentes variantes, ont servi
d’illustrer les trois vertus. Ce sont successivement : pietas, aeternitas et virtus. L'échelle de
I'emploi des images d’Enée, de la louve romaine et de Romulus dans ces sens-1a démontre
leur caractére emblématique. Elle prouve aussi la relation imminente entre le sens de ces
représentations et les valeurs primaires dans ’Empire romain qui étaient importantes
pour la durée de Rome.

Dans la quatrieme partie, on a présenté les références au commencement et a l’histoire
la plus ancienne de Rome présentées sur les médaillons, c’est-a-dire les émissions occa-
sionnelles, et sur un groupe particulier de monnaies impériales a cause du placement sur
elles de la réplique des représentations employées plus tot par d’autres émetteurs, appelées
imitées et restituées (nummi restituti). Ces catégories offraient un espace exceptionnel
pour commenter l'attitude des empereurs a I'égard du passé mythique. Toujours dans cette
partie, on a présenté le caractére et 'étendue de la présence des images du mythe fondateur
romain dans les monnoyages provinciaux et les contorniates. Ensuite, on a arrangé de facon
synthétique les représentations présentées dans le livre. Ici, on a abordé les questions liées
a la topique et a 'originalité des représentations numismatiques. On a soumis a I’analyse
les éléments verbaux inscrits sur les monnaies, la signification et la valeur des inscriptions
commentant les images données dans le monnayage.

Enfin, dans le chapitre récapitulatif, on a dénoté les conditions et les régles portant sur
I’emploi des thémes puisés dans le mythe romain. Premierement, on a apercu que parmi
les facteurs qui y étaient favorables se trouvaient : la situation actuelle dans I'Empire, la
personnalité des empereurs, les intéréts individuels des émetteurs, aussi bien les intéréts
familiaux a I’époque de la République que ceux liés a 1a volonté des souverains de consolider
leur position a I'’époque de 'Empire. Deuxiemement, on a souligné que I'introduction des
motifs mythiques dans le monnayage romain n’était nullement due au fortuit. Ces motifs
n’étaient pas employés communément, mais ils constituaient une partie significative du
programme politique des émetteurs.

En se limitant aux trois motifs principaux : Enée, Lupa Romana et Romulus tropaeopho-
rus, on peut dégager trois périodes de leur présence dans le monnayage romain. La premiére
période englobe, de facon générale, le Ier siecle avant Jésus-Christ et la premiere moitié du
premier siécle apres Jésus-Christ. C’est A cette période que la popularité du motif d’Enée
est la plus intense. Tous les trois themes coexistent dans le monnayage a peu prés dans
les années 120—160. La, les circonstances politiques et les gofits des empereurs n’ont pas
seulement été décisifs en ce qui concerne l'introduction de ces motifs, mais, comme on
peut le déduire sur la base d’autres témoignages, ils s’inscrivaient également dans une
certaine convention artistico-idéologique de cette époque-la. Le commencent de la période
suivante donne le millénaire de Rome, elle finit au milieu du IVe siecle. C’est 'image d’'un
guerrier marchant avec un tropaeum sur 1'épaule qui a acquis une popularité exceptionnelle
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dans la premiere moitié de cette longue période. En revanche, c’est bien le motif de
Lupa Romana qui est devenu une préférence de longue durée — caractéristique de cette
période tardive.

Primordia Romana
Mythical Past of Rome and Its Memory
on Roman Coins

Summary

The focus of this study is the mythical-ideological content of iconography introduced on
Roman coinage, giving us an idea about the ancients’ perception and understanding of the
past. This past is a construct emerging from the founding myths, or stories about heroes
from Rome’s beginnings set in the early, legendary phase of its past. Among them was
Aeneas — the forefather, who was a reminder of Troy, and Romulus and Remus, the sons
of Mars and founders of the city (conditores Urbis), whose childhood fate heralded a great
future of Rome and whose deeds led to the birth of the City (Urbs).

The past evoked by monetary representations of these characters is reconstructed, the
origins and early history of the Romans are explained. In coins, whose content draws on
that past, one can see monuments to Rome’s ancient history: memoria rerum Romanarum.
Allusions to the earliest beginnings stemmed from the expectations and goals of the issu-
ers of coins. Elements of the Roman myth were brought back from tradition to create an
image of gentes or individuals by metaphorically erecting their monuments. In this way,
a strong bond was forged between the mythical past conveyed in myths and the issuer’s
contemporary times. The past captured on coins changed according to the expectations and
goals of their issuers, while coins were primarily ,monuments in miniature” to polititians
and emperors and were their way of showing recognition for Rome’s tradition and past.

Starting from the 3rd century BCE and continuing to as late as the 4th century CE, on
Roman coinage there appeared imagery invoking Rome’s origins and early beginnings. Hid-
den in this imagery was the knowledge about select episodes from the founding tradition
possessed by the Romans of that time.

More importantly however, these monetary depictions prove the attractiveness and
significance of particular mythical themes. At the same time, the contents on coinage
provide exceptional examples of the updating and politicizing of the Roman myth. It was
manipulated by means of confining it to certain themes while abandoning others. Modi-
fying the themes drawn from myths was to a certain extent determined by the limitations
imposed by the numismatic vehicle itself, where there was no room for lengthy inscriptions
or elaborate iconography. As a result, only simplified, symbolic versions of stories about
Rome’s beginnings were depicted on coinage. They primarily involved images of divine,
human, and animal heroes: Mars and Rhea Silvia, Aeneas, Romulus, a she-wolf, etc.

Interestingly, however, the message concerning Rome’s origins and early history has
not lost any of its vividness over the centuries. These images were presumably not seen as
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solely mythical episodes but served their issuers’ current goals and interests. Their evolv-
ing consisted in a gradual deepening of the significance of singular iconographic themes
as they were linked with universal values. These values were either expressed directly in
inscriptions accompanying depictions or emerged from the images of the mythical heroes
preserved by tradition and transposed into the needs of state ideology. Herein lies the
uniqueness of the imagery referring to Rome’s earliest beginnings and most ancient history,
as well as the attractiveness of this material for study.

The first part of this book discerns the themes featured on coinage of the founding myth
from Aeneas to the royal epoch. Rather than reconstructing mythical stories or, based on
them, delivering a conceivably consistent and logical lecture, the author attempts to explain
the sense of images featured on coins and medallions through references to the literary tra-
dition. This part points out the similarities, originality, or uniqueness of solutions applied
to coinage in relation to a broader iconographic tradition. Each successive chapter is de-
voted to the following heroes: Aeneas, the parents of the founders — Mars and Rhea Silvia,
next the she-wolf, Remus and Romulus, and the heroes from royal times — anonymous
Sabines, Tarpeia, and Roman kings. The myth reflected on Roman coinage boils down to
these characters who — represented in the iconography of coins and medallions — evoke
associations with events from the origins and earliest history of Rome.

Part two orders the source materials chronologically from the Republic to the years of
the Constantine dynasty rule. Succesive chapters address who, when, why, and what par-
ticular mythical themes were chosen for their issues. During the Roman Republic, attention
was drawn to familial issues, where the Trojan myth was one of the many possible themes
articulating the noble background of a gens. The high status of the Julii, especially Gaius
Julius Caesar (C. Iulius Caesar), then Augustus, and generally the Julio-Claudian dynasts
changed this state of affairs: the private Trojan myth advanced to the status of a state myth.
The coin imagery reflected this proces to a certain extent, in it, primarily connecting the
themes of Aeneas and Romulus with depictions of the Temple of Divus Augustus. Sub-
sequently, rulers mainly used the theme of Rome’s she-wolf. It was used on a large scale
especially in the reign of the Flavian dynasty (69—96) and Maxentius (306—312), but also
by other emperors, who sought ideological support for their reign and thus demonstrated
their attachment to tradition.

This part also shows the reappearance of various mythical themes in the context of
anniversaries in the reign of the Antonine dynasty and the “Crisis of the Third Century”.
Celebrating the foundation of the City (dies Natalis Urbis) during Hadrian’s rule (117—138)
and its subsequent anniversaries, the 9ooth anniversary in the reign of Antoninus Pius
(138—161), and the millennium in the reign of Philip the Arab (244—249) was a favorable
occasion for remembering Rome’s beginnings in monetary propaganda.

The focus of part three is imperial virtues, virtutes, which were illustrated by three
principal iconographic themes, bringing forth the heroes of Rome’s founding myth. They
are: Aeneas, mostly depicted as the one who carries out the father and leads out the son,
saving them from the danger of death (Pius Aeneas); the she-wolf who takes Romulus
and Remus under her care, nurtures and rescues them (Lupa Romana); Romulus depicted
as a warrior and a triumpher in one (Romulus tropaeophorus). These three iconographic
themes, featured in numerous variants, served as representations of the three values. They
are the following: pietas, aeternitas, and virtus. The extent to which the images of Aeneas,
the Roman she-wolf, and Romulus were presented in this sense shows their emblematic
character. It also proves an immanent connection between the sense of such depictions
and primary values in the Roman state, important for the continuity of the empire.

SUMMARY

Part four begins with references to the origins and earliest history of Rome and their
representations on medallions, that is occasional issues, and to a special group of imperial
coins bearing replicas of images previously used by other issuers, called imitation and
restitution coins (nummi restituti). They offered an exceptional opportunity to comment
on the rulers’ approach to the mythical past. In part four, there is also room to discuss the
character and scale of images concerning the myth of Rome’s foundation in depictions on
provincial coins and the contorniate. Next, the book provides a synthesis of the studied
imagery. The numismatic representations have been discussed in terms of their themes and
originality. The words inscribed on coins have been analyzed along with the significance
of inscriptions as commentary to images.

Finally, in the concluding chapter, the determinants and regularities in the selection of
themes from the Roman myth have been indicated. Firstly, it has been noted that favorable
conditions were created by the then current situation in the empire, emperor’ s personality,
and issuer’s own interest, the latter being the interests of gentes during the Republic and
those of rulers — the strenghtening of their power — during the empire. Secondly, it has
been emphasized that the choice of mythical themes was not random. They were not
commonly used, but were always part of political agenda of the issuers.

Focusing on the three leading themes: Aneneas, Lupa Romana, and Romulus tropae-
ophorus, one can discern three periods of their appearance on Roman coinage. The first
comprises, generally speaking, the 1st BCE and the second half of the 1st CE. The popularity
of the Aeneas theme in that period is well-documented and unprecedented before or after.
All the three themes coexist on the coinage from the years c. 120—160. At that time, not
only political circumstances and emperors’ tastes determined the choice of those themes,
but, as can be inferred from other contemporaneous artifacts, they were also part of certain
artistic-ideological convention. The beginning of the next period is marked by Rome’s mil-
lennium and its end in the middle of the 4th century. An extremely popular image during
the first half of this long period of time was that of a warrior striding with a tropaeum on
his arm, while the theme of Lupa Romana, characteristic for this late period, remained
a long-lasting preferance.
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
