SUMMARY

IN THE COUNTRY AND ABROAD.
MILITARY CHAPLAINS OF THE ORTHODOX
FAITH IN THE POLISH ARMY AND THE
POLISH ARMED FORCES IN THE WEST

The monograph presents essays on the life and work of Orthodox priests who were mili-
tary chaplains in the Polish army from 1919 to 1949. The fates of the priests are presented
against the background of socio-political and international events that took place in Poland
and the world during this period.

The first chapter presents a brief outline of the history of the Orthodox military clergy
in the armed forces of Poland in 1919-1949. This chapter presents the situation of military
chaplains in the Polish army during the Polish-Bolshevik war and peace, as well as during
World War II, when military chaplains were active in exile. The second chapter is entirely
devoted to the military chaplains of the pre-war period, including the chief military priests
of the Orthodox faith: Fr. Bazyli Martysz and Fr. Szymon Fedoronko. During the war, they
all became martyrs who died for their homeland and for their faith. The third chapter deals
with military priests who performed their spiritual duty both in peacetime and during the
Second World War. The fourth chapter contains the biography of Fr. Michal Bozerianow,
who was to become the chaplain of war refugees in Iran and East Africa. The personality
of this priest has already been the subject of research in Poland and abroad, but this book
presents his most complete biography. The last, fifth, chapter is devoted to the life and work
of Bishop Matthew (Konstanty Siemaszko), who went from a parish priest and military
chaplain to the hierarch of the Polish Autocephalous Orthodox Church and the head of the
Polish Orthodox Church in exile (Great Britain) in the post-war period.

The example of the fate of priests allows one to trace the history of Polish Orthodoxy in
the 20th century. The biographies of chaplains clearly demonstrate the complex realities
in which the clergy had to live and work. In the pre-war period, the relationship between
the Polish state and the Orthodox Church was very complex and ambiguous. During the
Second World War, the Orthodox citizens of Poland bore all the burdens that befell their
fatherland. Despite the fact that the majority of Orthodox chaplains were not Poles by
nationality, they honorably fulfilled their civic duty towards their homeland. They were also
exemplary shepherds of their Mother Church. They faithfully served the Polish state and
the Orthodox Church during a period of difficult trials.
