Then Jesus said to them:

I tell you

desire mercy, not 
sacrifice,” you would not 

have condemned the 
innocent. For the Son of 

Man is Lord of the 
Sabbath.

They still did not
believe that he had 
been blind and had 
received his sight 
until they sent for 
the man’s parents.

see?

We know he is our son, and we
 know he was born blind. But how he 
can see now, or who opened his eyes, 

we don’t know. Ask him. He is of age; he 
will speak for himself.
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And they threw him out.

Whether he is a
sinner or not, I
don’t know. One

thing I do know. I
was blind but now

I see!

A second time they summoned 
the man who had been blind.

What did he do to you?
How did he open your

eyes?

I have told you already and
you did not listen. Why do you
want to hear it again? Do you
want to become his disciples

too?You are this fellow’s 
disciple! 

You were steeped in sin 
at birth; how dare you 

lecture us!

Give glory to God
 by telling the 

truth, We know this 
man is a sinner.
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Do you believe in
the Son of Man?

Jesus heard that they
had thrown him out, and
when he found him, he
said:

Who is he, sir? Tell
me so that I may

believe in him.

You have now seen him;
 in fact, he is the one

speaking with you.

If you were blind, you would
not be guilty of sin; but now
that you claim you can see,

For Jews do not associate with
Samaritans

You are a Jew and I am 
a Samaritan woman. 

How can you ask me for 
a drink?

Jesus said to her:

Jesus was tired of the journey and
sat down by the well. His disciples
had gone to the city to buy food. It
was about the sixth hour. A
Samaritan woman came to draw
water.

One day Jesus left 
Judea with his disciples 
and went to Galilee.
